   What better to use as documentation 
than a signed statement from her 
Confederate ancestor himself, in this 
case Col. Ennis W. Taylor, Mrs.

   After hearing Tom Trawick’s program 
last month on the life of Colonel Taylor, 
our good friend Deena Harrison got 
busy and went searching for Mrs.  

Connery’s application form.   Mrs. 
Connery completed her application on 
July 2, 1900, and the Julia Jackson 
Chapter of the Daughters of the 
Confederacy welcomed her into the 
group four days later.

COUNTY CIVIL WAR 
VETERANS  MEMORIAL 

      Have you ever watched the Cold Case Files 
programs on TV…where the detectives go back 
years later and discover clues overlooked in the 
past?  It happens in local history research, too.  
Recently we discovered a Grapevine Confed-
erate veteran hiding in plain sight all these years.  
     Meet Silas R. Whitney, who served the 
Confederacy in the 26th Arkansas Infantry.    He 
was  born about 1837 in Louisiana.  By 1850  his 
father moved the family to Drew County, 
Arkansas. 
     Whitney was wounded in the Battle of Prairie 
Grove, Arkansas  in 1862.  By 1880 he and his 
family had settled in northeast Tarrant County  in  
the area of present-day Southlake. 
     Family sources say Mr. Whitney died in 1897 
at Greenville in Hunt County, Texas.

Potomac 

July 25, 1861 The U. S. Congress approves the use of 
volunteers to put down the rebellion 

July 22, 1861 In a proclamation, Jefferson Davis 
accepts Tennessee as a member of the Confederacy 

July 21, 1861 (First) Manassas (Confederate)  
(First) Bull Run (Union) Battle.   About 25 miles 
southwest of Washington the first major battle of 
the War pits Irvin McDowell [US] against P. G. T. 
Beauregard [CS] and Joe Johnston [CS]. 

July 11, 1861 Sterling Price, Confederate governor 
Claiborne Jackson, Nathaniel Lyon, and Francis Blair 
meet at Planters' House in St. Louis to discuss a 
truce. Lyon was quoted as saying "This means war" 
after the talks end abruptly 

July 11, 1861 Battle of Rich Mountain, Virginia

                                     Harmon W. Cook was                         
               born in 1825 in Pittsylvania 
           County, Virginia.  He served the 
South as a trooper in Co. E, 6th Virginia Cavalry.  
He wrote an account of his service, saying he 
was at Gettysburg, Five Forks, Petersburg, 
Second Manassas, Cold Harbor, and Richmond.  
He was with General Lee at the surrender at 
Appomattox in 1865. 
     In 1871 Cook married his second wife, who 
was also his double first cousin…their fathers 
were brothers and their mothers were sisters.   
     The Cooks came to Keller, Texas in January 
1882.  He was pensioned in 1914.  Harmon Cook 
died in 1915 at Keller and was buried there in 
Bourland Cemetery.
